Starting at the La Barmasse car park, the trail begins with a
climb up a forest path. Halfway up is a small clearing, ideal
for taking a break and admiring the views of the surrounding
mountains, including the imposing “le Pleureur” which
crowns the far end of the Bagnes valley. With the scenery
absorbed and energy restored, the route continues through
the forest until it reaches a snow-covered road with a gentler
incline which leads to a mountain hut at an altitude of
2,100 m. At the Cabane Brunet, the Corthay family welcomes
hikers and provides a generous selection of traditional dishes,
not forgetting Grandma’s famous apple pie! Then it is time
to get some sleep in one of the refuge’s recently updated six
bedrooms. Following a good breakfast the next morning, the
climb goes higher still, to the Col du Rogneux. Those feeling
up to it can continue along the ridge to the summit of Mont
Rogneux. Hiring a guide is strongly recommended.
